INSPIRED: A New Global Interfaith Initiative to Fight Child 
Poverty Launched By Hawa Noor

A global interfaith initiative to end child poverty has 
been launched at the Fourth Forum of the Global Net-

work of Religions for Children (GNRC) held from 16th to 
18th June 2012 in Dar es Salaam, Tanzania, with the theme: 
Ending Poverty, Enriching Children: Inspire. Act. Change.

The initiative, “Mobilizing Faith-Based Resources to End 
Child Poverty,” is designed to mobilize faith communi-
ties, their leaders, civil society and political organizations 
to address corruption and poor governance, war and vio-
lence, and unequal distribution of resources. The initia-
tive will utilize interfaith advocacy and grassroots action 
to overcome poverty by bringing together children and 
young people, religious leaders and faith communities, 
civil society organizations, United Nations agencies, the 
African Union and other multi-lateral institutions, educa-
tors, governments, development banks, businesses and the 
media to build a world where no child will live in poverty.

Over 400 participants from 64 different countries around the 

world attended the Fourth Forum, including about 50 chil-
dren and young people, senior religious leaders and repre-
sentatives from different religious constituencies –Buddhists, 
Bahais, Christians, Hindus, Indigenous traditions, Jews, 
Muslims, Shintoists and others, UN officials and leaders from 
various multilateral institutions and development agencies. A 
distinguished panel of speakers, guests and eminent persons 
including President Jakaya M. Kikwete of the United Repub-
lic of Tanzania were also present at the GNRC Fourth Forum.

This is the first time in the history of the GNRC, that the fo-
rum was held in Africa, the first one having been held in To-
kyo, Japan, in the year 2000, the second one in Geneva, Swit-
zeland in 2004 and the third in Hiroshima, Japan in 2008.

During the opening ceremony, all participating children 
presented their inspiring stories of poverty while at the same 
time, emotionally pleading with governments and religious 
leaders present  to act urgently in order to end poverty, that 
they boldly said, affects millions of their fellow children.
